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Perisher Base Camp 
 
BBC was once again treated to a base camp at the Kiandra Pioneers Ski Lodge at Perisher by Lillian & Doug 
in March/April 2025. 

Fourteen members attended, and as expected, thoroughly enjoyed themselves walking on the roof of 
Australia, as well as with cooking, dining and après walk activities. In BBC parlance it was a base camp, 
however, the week was not a camp, and it was in no waȅ ΨōŀǎŜΩΦ 

Set out below are the recollections of activities by some of the participants. 

Perisher to Charlotte Pass. 

Our initial walk for this Perisher Base Camp followed a new track that was constructed to complete a 13 
km track from Perisher to the Charlotte Pass Village via Porcupine Rocks. This new track is part of the 
ǊŜŎŜƴǘƭȅ ŎƻƳǇƭŜǘŜŘ рс ƪƳ Ψ{ƴƻǿƛŜǎ !ƭǇƛƴŜ ¢ǊŀŎƪΩ from Guthega Village to Bullocks Flat.  It has been 
carefully planned to protect the alpine vegetation, with several sections of metal boardwalk together with 
sections of natural rock paving. This makes for easy walking, and the benefit to vegetation and small 
creeks is already evident. 

This is a linear walk, so the car shuffle was done the night before, allowing the walk to start promptly at 
8:30 at our chalet.  

We walked in sunshine past several interesting boulder formations with entwined snow gums around 
some outcrops, before we reached the Porcupine Rocks area. The boulders brought out the child in many,

The walk passes through many different landscapes ς granite outcrops, snow grass plains and moist boggy 
soaks. A shady snow gum forest provided an ideal location for lunch. 

We completed the walk with the track crossing Trapyard Creek before dropping down to cross the fast 
flowing Wrights Creek, then skirting around the snow grass plain containing Spencer Creek to reach the 

Charlotte Pass village and the cars.

Crackenback Lakeside Accommodation 
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The Main Range Walking Track - 

Charlotte Pass, Mount Kosciuszko, Lake Albina, Caruthers Peak, Blue Lake  

We started this circuit walk at Charlotte Pass at 8.30 am in a temperature of 4 degrees. 

Three people had not done this walk before, so we were excited for them, and when we crossed the 
Snowy River, it really felt as though we were somewhere special. 

Morning tea was taken at Seamans Hut situated at 2,030 metres and for the statistically minded ς 3.4 kms 
from Mount Kosciusko, 6kms from Charlotte Pass and 1.7 kms from Rawson Pass where one will find

At Mount Kosciuszko we again learned that the Snowy Mountains area was explored by Polish explorer 
and scientist, Sir Paul Edmund Strzelecki who named the mountain in honour of Tadeusz Kosciuszko, 
Polish leader and patriot.  Having taken in the views from the highest mountain in Australia, we set off on 
ǘƘŜ άǎŜǊƛƻǳǎέ ǇŀǊǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǿŀƭƪ.  

This section of the Main Range Walking track that was to take us over Muellers Pass and then down to 
Lake Albina and onwards was constructed with crazy paving and stone steps for quite a distance. Amazing 
work.  

Lunchtime found us sheltering in the lee of the ridge from a light wind with a view over Lake Albina, which 
is like a grand infinity pool, emptying over its edge into Lady Northcotes Creek. Being well above the tree 
line, the view was layer upon layer of mountains.

After lunch, the track became a metal boardwalk for the climb up to Northcote Pass. The rust-coloured metal 
walkways stand out in stark contrast to the green of the alpine grasses, but they are vital for the protection of 
the delicate flora and grasses which have such a short growing period, as well as preventing erosion. 

There were more ups than downs and passages of narrow pathway clinging to the steep sided ridge until the 
track rounded onto the ridge line, giving views of Club Lake and eventually reached Carruthers Peak. 

 

 

The broad flat top is an ideal place for another break, but mostly for taking stunning photos and enjoying 
the magnificent alpine scenery.

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Near Blue Lake some of the party rested while others took a short side track to a lookout for a closer view 
of the lake. The homerun commences after Blue Lake. A long downhill stretch on a concrete brick path in 
various stages of deterioration leads down to the Snowy River where Club Lake Creek joins the river. 

 

 

The track crosses the creek just 
before the junction, so there 
are two sets of stepping stones 
to negotiate before the crossing 
of the Snowy River has been 
completed. 

 

 

 

 

 

The final challenge is 750 
metres of very steep brick path 
back to Charlotte Pass.  
 
While only 750 metres, coming 
at the end of the circuit, it 
seemed like three times that 
distance. Two of the first timers 
made it to the top without 
stopping!

After a lazy Sunday, lazy for some, but not all, many were enticed to brave the abating elements to visit

From the ΨSkitubeΩ web site - What is the Skitube? 

Perisher's Skitube is Australia's only alpine railway and services Perisher exclusively, transporting guests 
from Bullocks Flat to Perisher Valley and Blue Cow.  

A Swiss-designed, rack-rail train, Skitube was originally constructed with the vision of improving access to 
Perisher during winter. 

With the development of Mt. Blue Cow in 1984, Skitube was considered the most practical option for 
providing access to this new area of the resort, and so Skitube was extended from Perisher to Blue Cow.  

In just 10 minutes, Skitube travels 8.5km through Ramshead Range to Perisher Resort, with 6.3km of the 
journey being underground, making it Australia's longest ski lift! In winter, Skitube services run frequently, 
7 days a week - Bullocks Flat, Perisher Valley and Blue Cow.

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Beechworth Base Camp  
 
Thanks to Rosann and Sue's meticulous planning and organisation, the April Base Camp at Beechworth 
was a great success. 

Our first walk was to Winton Wetlands, a vast flat site lying within the traditional lands of the Yorta Yorta 
people.  One of the features of the wetlands park is the sculpture garden displaying works created by 15 
Yorta Yorta artists and was the first item on our agenda. In the wetlands particularly, and on the other 
walks on this trip, it was clear how the recent lack of rainfall had affected the natural environment. 

  

 

Our walks on subsequent days covered markedly different terrain: from the scrubby up and down trail to 
Ingrams Rock, the park-like gorge walk along Yackandandah Creek and the White Box Walk in the Chiltern 
ς Mount Pilot National Park. This undulating track is named for the dominant Eucalyptus Albens or White 
Box that abounds in the area. 

Apart from the local walks there was plenty to explore in Beechworth itself. The town is famous for its 
connection to the Kelly Gang and for the heritage listed buildings of the gold rush era, including the 
Beechworth Courthouse and the Old Beechworth Gaol. Incarceration on a far greater scale occurred in 
the now decommissioned Mayday Hills Lunatic Asylum, which at its peak held 1,200 inmates. Today the 
preserved site presents a changed face, being home to a thriving arts community, the Council offices, and 
tourist attractions such of ghost tours and escape rooms. Some of us opted for a spooky ghost tour, while 
others spent their dollars on handcrafted items or preferred a leisurely stroll in the beautiful Mayday Hills 
National Trust Gardens.

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Bike Ride ɀ Nyora, Loch and Korumburra  

 

Eight riders travelled to Nyora on the 12th of June for a very pleasant ride on the most westerly section 
of the Gippsland Rail Trail.  
 
We met at Nyora where we commenced our ride. Between Nyora and Loch this trail is mostly flat but 
after Loch it becomes an uphill pull to Korumburra. Being a rail trail, the gradient is quite easy. When the 
railway line was built in the age of steam, the engines could only manage a slope of 2 or 3 degrees
