Many people have ot heard of Lake Tali Karng, and fwnow where it is.

Lake Tali Karng is surrounded by steep forested slopes in the mountathsast of Licola. It is a naturally
formed lake created by a massive rockslide about 1,500 years ago which dammed Nigothoruk Creek.
Water seeps out of the lake, flows underground to emerge into daylight as the source of the Wellington
River.

The Gunaikurnai people consider Lake Tali Karng to be sacred and Aboriginal people do not visit it,
however theyare not opposel to non-indigenous people visiting the lake providing they respect it.

There are two routes to Tarli Kargg
o along the Wellington River with iteanyriver crossings or
0 starting at McFarlane Saddle and accessing the lake via the Riggall Spur Track or Gillios track.

This walk started at McFarlane Saddigth anine km walk into the Nyimba Campground to camp for two
nights

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The walk from Nyimba camp to Lake Tali Karng along the Gillios Track is not long at approximately four
kms, however it is a very steep drop of over 600 metres.

A lengthy discussion over lunch debated
whether a large white patch at the far end of the lake was a dead tree or a waterfall. The matter was
decided after a pair of binoculars was produced® ¢S O2dzZ R aSS (KIFG GKS
observation being confirmed by the map.

To start, it is worth noting that this walk was scheduled for a weekend with 11 walkers having nominated.
Unfortunately, the day of the walk arrived bright & sunny, too bright and sunny. With temperatures
forecast to be in the region of 33 degrees in thieade, the walk leader decided, a few days out, to
reschedule the walk for cooler times.
